How Do | Give?

#1: Bible Saturation (Joshua 1:8) — #2: Continual Prayer (Colossians 4:2) — #3: Willful Submission (Romans 13:1-2)

Generous Giving: | am responding to God’s giving by giving myself and my resources for His use.
2 Cor 8:9 For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though He was rich, yet for your sakes He became poor, that you through His poverty
might become rich.
1 John 3:16 By this we know love, because He laid down His life for us. And we also ought to lay down our lives for the brethren.

How Do | Give?

1. Worshipfully

Deut 14:22-23 22"You shall truly tithe all the increase of your grain that the field produces year by year. 22 And you shall eat before the Lord
your God, in the place where He chooses to make His name abide, the tithe of your grain and your new wine and your oil, of the firstborn of
your herds and your flocks, that you may learn to fear the Lord your God always. (“It's not a money issue. It's a heart issue.”)
